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These are a set of Powerpoints and mini tests to use with Y2 to Y6.  They focus on the knowledge of key facts that pupils need to recall instantly.

There may be some facts missing or others may be repeated (there may also be a couple of errors we have missed!!) however all these resources can be changed and adapted as you feel is necessary.

Ideas for using them in the classroom

· Display (in the classroom but also effective around school e.g. in the hall) – the Powerpoints can be printed off as individual slides to provide you with an A4 poster version of each one.
· Games (e.g. snap or matching pairs) – selecting ‘handouts’ and the ‘slides per page: 6’ when printing the Powerpoints provides you with small versions of the slides which can be used for games. Questions could be photocopied onto a different colour to the answers. 
· Tests – each set of questions are available as a mini test – encourage pupils to improve their own score each time. Any reference to year groups can be removed so that less able KS2 pupils can use the Y2 presentation as necessary.

· Competitions/quizzes – can often motivate children to learn facts. Put the class into teams and challenge them to remember all the given facts between them.

· Homework – set homework challenges to learn some facts by heart. For some children, small targets are more effective so they might only learn two facts at a time rather than the whole list for their year group
Don’t forget once the facts have been committed to memory, pupils then need to apply the knowledge!! 

For example, if I know how many days there are in one week, how many days are in two weeks?

Or, if I know that 1kg = 1000g, how many grams equals 2.5 kg?
