Planning documents 
Our thanks to Sam Beverley at New Waltham Primary for putting these together.

These are an alternative to the unit planning documents already available. Further information in included on these, particularly regarding the learning overview and hyperlinks to electronic resources such as Interactive Teaching programmes, Spreadsheet activities and Springboard and Wave 3 materials. These are not intended to replace the ones currently on the website, both sets are relevant and up-to-date but, it is felt that the latest additions will aid teachers in their move towards electronic planning and possibly using the Interactive Planning Tool. We would encourage teachers to use whichever planning documents are most relevant to them.  

Both sets of planning have been taken directly from the Renewed Framework. 
We recommend that the starting point, whichever planning format is used, should be the learning overview. This is the ‘big picture’ which will give an understanding of what it is the child needs to know and understand in this unit of work.  The teacher can consider which objectives need to be taught ‘discretely’ and which will run all the way through the unit.  Some objectives may be covered in starter activities. Help for differentiation can be gained by looking at the next unit for that block or the next year group for the same block and unit. Ideas for supporting lower ability pupils may come from links to blocks in previous years
Previous learning should be taken into account when considering the next steps forward in order for pupils to access the current unit of work.
Assessment is emphasised as key to planning; knowing exactly where the pupils are in their understanding makes the planning process easier.  Further resources and guidance with assessment will be available over the next few terms.
