Look at the causes and effects of flooding and suggest ways in which to control its devastating effects.         

Bangladesh Flood Facts

· Bangladesh's three large rivers start in the Himalayan mountains, where a huge amount of snow and ice melts every spring.

· Rubbish and germs get carried everywhere by the water.

· Animals are drowned.

· The river leaves mud and sand as it flows into the sea, forming new land only just above water level.

· Many trees have been cut down and soil has been washed away.

· Much of the Bangladesh is flat, low lying land only just above sea level.

· Bangladesh has a season of heavy rains called a monsoon.

· Cyclones which are extra strong swirling winds and rain, sometimes hit the coast.

· Flood water may run into drinking water wells and make the well water dirty and full of germs which spread diseases.

· Bangladesh's land is criss-crossed by many small river channels.

· People, houses, possessions, food and crops may be washed away and ruined.

· People are drowned by water that rushes across fields and roads.

· Schools, offices and factories may be damaged or have to shut down.

Ways of Preventing and Dealing with floods

· High banks are built up at the side of river channels.

· Roads and railways are built on specially raised ground.

· Many people have boats to get around and children are taught how to use them.

· Wells are built with high walls.

· Houses and other buildings can be built on stilts.

· Houses can be built from panels of wood, bamboo and straw thatch which can be taken apart quickly and loaded onto a boat.

· Experts try to predict in advance when a very bad flood is going to happen.

· Trees are being planted.

· Shelters are built on high ground where people can gather to protect themselves from storms and floods.

· Ducks are raised, rather than chickens, as a source of food.

· Women prepare food and home remedies for health problems in advance of normal yearly floods.
