Pupils should be taught how to:�

Activity Objectives�
to produce, develop and extend musical ideas


to improve pupils' knowledge and understanding of how music reflects different intentions and how the use of different musical devices conveys different moods and atmospheres


to use ICT in production.

�
Specific objectives�
to recognise how the use of musical elements (dynamics, tempo, rhythm, melody, timbre, texture and structure) can be used to create different moods and atmospheres. 


to learn how musical conventions and devices such as melodies, harmonic devices, variation, musical cliché, can be used to create specific effects. �

Previous activities    


�
Over several weeks pupils will have listened to a variety of styles and genres of music and analysed one genre in detail,  commenting on the effect that each created and how this had been achieved.

�
This lesson’s objectives�
To devise a composed piece that used the elements of music and different musical devices to achieve a mood or an effect. Working in collaboration each pupil will work towards producing a finished piece of music using the Music Centre on the IGfL

�
Tasks�
Pupils to download mix from the Mixing Studio. Ask them to create an accompaniment for the mix using one of the free software downloads available from the Music Centre. Upload accompaniment to the Mixing Studio. Following week each pupil to download another mix (i.e. one that they did not work on in the previous weeks) to create a further accompaniment. Upload to Mixing Studio. Final version to be uploaded.





Final week: Listen to finished pieces. Discuss how different moods and atmospheres have been created. Also how musical conventions and devices such as melodies, harmonic devices, variation and musical cliché have been used to create specific effects. Ask pupils to produce a group response to one of the final pieces. Give 10 minutes in which to complete their responses.
